Student Learning Outcomes

Rationale:

The effective monitoring and improvement of student learning outcomes requires all members of staff to effectively collect, analyse and report on student data.

Aims: 

To have clear processes and procedures in place which enables Broadmeadows Primary School staff to plan for, and achieve improvement in student learning outcomes.

Implementation:

What data the school collects to monitor outcomes:

· Broadmeadows Primary School will use NAPLAN, PAT R, PAT M, PAT S, English Online Interview, Mathematics Online Interview and teacher judgements based on students’ progress against the Victorian Curriculum, pre and post testing of number strands, Fountas and Pinnell, PM Benchmark, and writing moderation data to monitor student outcomes.

· Broadmeadows Primary School will ensure that a range of ongoing monitoring and assessment strategies will be utilised in the development of student learning outcomes, ensuring the ongoing learning needs of students are addressed.

· Teachers will monitor student progress and achievement in an ongoing manner, assessing student progress in order to inform future planning for student learning.

· At Broadmeadows Primary School, the school’s Data Manager is responsible for uploading assessment results to Student Performance Assessment [SPA].  
How the school analyses and uses data to set goals and targets for outcomes, including for students at risk:

The school analyses data at a whole school, cohort and individual level.  The Leadership team refers to the data and completes a needs analysis to assist in aligning resources, and develops goals and strategies for the AIP.

· At the whole school level, NAPLAN data will be analysed.

· At the whole school level, Victorian Curriculum teacher judgement progression points will be used mid-year and end of year for reporting to parents and to inform teaching.

· All year levels across the school will use Fountas and Pinnell reading comprehension testing for assessing reading. 

· Foundation teachers will use the English Online Interview, and data will be used to inform planning and teaching. 

· Foundation-Year 3 teachers will use the Mathematics Online Interview, and data will be used to inform planning and teaching.

· Teachers will engage in moderation across all levels in order to monitor student progress and plan for future learning.

· All students on the Disability and Impairment Program and students with unmet needs have a Student Action Plan.
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
